Course length: 3 weeks (From July 11 ς 31) 
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Public Speaking  

This is a selective course offered to undergraduates of Shandong University. It will 

introduce students to the basics of writing and performing public speech. They will 

also develop an understanding of both basic communication principles and public 

speaking strategies through their application of the principles to a variety of speaking 

assignments. Students will also have an opportunity to improve their speaking skills 

by means of discussions, debates and other assignments such as giving oral 



presentation, including presentation techniques, rhetorical devices, pronunciation 

and language practice. The course will provide speaking opportunities in order to 

reduce students' anxiety, build up confidence and improve their oral ability in public 

speaking. 
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Intercultural Communication in Academic Settings 

This is a selective course offered to undergraduates of Shandong University. In this 

course students will build skills for academic success such as participating actively in 

fast-paced discussions, working effectively with classmates on group projects and 

developing productive working relationships with faculty and other possible mentors. 

In terms of language, the course will address stylistic matters such as using right level 

of formality for the right situation. Participants will learn how to advocate for 

themselves and their ideas in a culturally appropriate manner. This course is intended 

to enable students to understand and master the practices of international academic 

settings, broaden their horizon and improve their knowledge and skills in 

international exchanges. 
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Writing for Academic Purpose  

This is a selective course offered to undergraduates of Shandong University. The

It will introduce students to the writing process focusing on 

knowledge, skills and strategies of academic writing styles and conventions. It will 



include basic skills of essay writing and writing academic research papers. 

Throughout the course, students will be required to accomplish a variety of in-class 

and out-of-class assignments: pre-writing discussion, directed free writing, journal 

entries at home and in class, class presentations, and group debates. Each individual 

student is advised to work consecutively on one subject matter so that he or she can 

turn out a well-developed paper at the end of the course.
